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Executive Summary

Background

The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA), National Cemetery Administration (NCA),
operates the Fort Smith National Cemetery in Fort Smith, Sebastian County, Arkansas. Fort
Smith National Cemetery will close to burials by 2010 if additional property is not acquired.

The proposed action is the transfer of land from the National Cemetery Acquisition Commission
(NCACQ), a local, grassroots, non-profit organization dedicated to the continued operation of the
Fort Smith National Cemetery, to the Department of Veterans Affairs. The National Cemetery
Administration is evaluating the need and environmental impacts of land acquisition and
development of the proposed expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery in Fort Smith,
Arkansas. The parcel under consideration is currently occupied by recreational softball and
baseball fields (Andrews Field complex) south of the existing Fort Smith National Cemetery in
Fort Smith, Arkansas. This approximate nine-acre parcel of land is the last remaining
commercially undeveloped property available to the VA for expansion of the Fort Smith National
Cemetery. No other adjacent property is available for cemetery expansion.

The purpose of the proposed action is to procure property to fulfill a future need for additional
burial space for veterans at the existing Fort Smith National Cemetery in Forth Smith, Arkansas.
There are an estimated 32,800 veterans in the area served by the Fort Smith National Cemetery,
with approximately 25% of that population living in Sebastian County. The nearest open
National Cemetery is in Fayetteville, Arkansas, approximately 65 miles away.

The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs, National Cemetery Administration is responsible for
providing burial services to eligible veterans and family members pursuant to the provisions of
the National Cemeteries Act of 1973 and other statutory authority and regulations. It is the policy
of the NCA to provide a burial facility within 75 miles of a veteran population. Although
Fayetteville National Cemetery is located within 75 miles of Fort Smith Arkansas, much of the
veteran population in surrounding areas would be outside of the 75 mile radius and would require
over an hour of travel time on mountain roads to reach Fayetteville National Cemetery.
Additionally, Fayetteville National Cemetery services a growing veteran population in northwest
Arkansas and is also constrained by space. Fayetteville National Cemetery is currently exploring
expansion opportunities and is estimated to close for burials by 2012 if additional property is not
acquired.

Veteran deaths are increasing each year as World War Il and Korean War-era veterans continue
to advance in age. This progressive increase in veteran deaths results in a corresponding increase
in the demand for burial services in national cemeteries. One of the strategic goals of the NCA is
to assure that the burial needs of veterans are met. The NCA estimates that the Fort Smith
National Cemetery will no longer have space for in-ground or columbaria burials by 2010.
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The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires by law that the VA evaluate any effect
its actions might have on the environment. This Environmental Assessment (EA) serves the
purpose of meeting that requirement. There would be no significant changes in environmental
conditions compared to the existing conditions that would occur as a result of the land transfer.
The transfer of the property would not have any significant impact on the environmental
conditions on the property. The evaluation is described in detail in the attached report.

History/L ocation

Historical information suggests that the first cemetery at Fort Smith may have been established in
1819 for the purpose of burying soldiers who were requisitioned to maintain peace and prevent
hostilities between the Cherokees and Osage. The original post cemetery was rehabilitated and
enlarged in the early 1840’s. In 1867 the old post burial ground was elevated to a National
Cemetery consisting of approximately five acres, making it one of the oldest National
Cemeteries. Fort Smith National Cemetery has experienced several previous expansions and
currently totals 22.3 acres.

The parcel selected for cemetery expansion consists of approximately nine-acres and is currently
owned by the National Cemetery Acquisition Commission (NCAC). The parcel is adjacent to the
southern boundary of the existing cemetery. The NCAC contacted the NCA regarding the
transfer of the Andrews Field complex site to the Department of Veterans Affairs for a new
expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery. It is the last remaining parcel of commercially
undeveloped property adjacent to the cemetery. In the event that the property is not transferred to
the Department of Veterans Affairs for future use as a cemetery, it could remain recreational
ballfields or it may be used for commercial development if the City of Fort Smith moves forward
with its plans for a new recreational facility along the Arkansas River and Clayton Parkway.

Description of Alternatives

National Cemetery Administration (NCA) policy requires that expansion of national cemeteries
be on contiguous parcels with sufficient acreage available to provide gravesites for several
decades and free of public easements and rights-of-way. Adjacent properties to the existing Fort
Smith National Cemetery were investigated for their potential as expansion sites for the cemetery
(Section 2.2). No adjacent property, other than the Proposed Site (Alternative A) is reasonably
available, feasible, and/or meets the NCA requirements for cemetery expansion.

The NCA coordinated with a number of local groups and county committees in an effort to
identify suitable sites for a cemetery expansion. This EA contains a detailed analysis of two
alternatives including the No Action alternative.
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Proposed Site — Alternative A:
This site is south of the existing cemetery and covers approximately nine-acres, currently
consisting of recreational baseball and softball fields.

No-Action Alternative — Alternative B:

Not acquiring the property is not preferable as Fort Smith National Cemetery will close by 2010
if additional property is not procured. The additional property in Alternative A will provide
burial space until at least 2030.

In the event that the property is not transferred to the Department of Veterans Affairs for future
use as a cemetery, it may be used for commercial development and would not be available for

future acquisition.

Basis for selection

The potential expansion area is approximately nine-acres in size and is able to accommodate the
burial sites projected through the year 2030.

Site A was selected as the only alternative that is reasonable and appropriate due to the lack of
nearby adjacent property not already obligated to other purposes and consistent with NCA
requirements for cemetery expansion. The size, shape, accessibility, utilities, surrounding
property use, soils, topography, aesthetics and restrictions to development were amenable for
expansion of the existing cemetery.

Sites further away from the existing cemetery were not evaluated due to the logistical difficulties
in operating a satellite cemetery remote from existing infrastructure and services required for

normal cemetery operations.

Environmental Impacts

Alternative A — Property Acquisition:
Under Alternative A, acquisition of the property will have no significant impact to the
environmental conditions on the property.

Based on the analysis of this report, environmental issues including aesthetics, air quality, cultural
resources, wetlands, noise, real property, resident population, solid waste, traffic, utilities and
vegetation will not be affected or minimally affected by the expansion of the Fort Smith National
Cemetery onto the subject property.

Other environmental issues identified by this assessment may require the NCA to address
additional studies and/or mitigative measures to keep impacts at a moderate or minimal level
during development.  Since cemetery development will be conducted in accordance with the US

Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) design standards and in accordance with federal law, the
impacts should be minimal. The analysis is consistent with finding of no significant impact.

Alternative B — No-Action Alternative:
Under the No-Action alternative, no impacts to the environment will occur on the property related
to the Department of Veterans Affairs.
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1.0 Project Purpose and Description of Need

The National Cemetery Administration (NCA) is the entity within the U.S. Department of
Veterans Affairs (VA) that is responsible for establishing, constructing, and maintaining national
cemeteries in order to provide reasonable access to burial benefits for veterans pursuant to the
provisions of the National Cemeteries Act of 1973 and other statues. NCA generally considers
reasonable access to burial benefits to mean that a first interment option is available within
75 miles of the veterans’ residence. Once the need is identified, NCA follows a multi-step
process for building new national cemeteries or expanding existing cemeteries:

= Site selection process including Environmental Assessment (EA);
» Land acquisition;

= Master planning and design development;

= Construction documents preparation; and

=  Construction award/completion.

The purpose of the proposed action is to fulfill the need for additional interment areas for the
national veteran’s cemetery in Fort Smith, Arkansas (Figures 1-1 and 1-2). This report is the EA,
part of the site selection process for expanding a cemetery in Fort Smith.

This report summarizes the findings of the EA completed as required by the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). The procedure used to complete this EA is consistent with
the guidance detailed in the VA's "Environmental Compliance Manual” (VA, Office of Facilities
Management, Landscape Architect Professional Group, 1998).

This EA was prepared in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the
Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) regulations implementing NEPA (40 Code of Federal
Regulations [C 81 1500- 1508), and VA Regulations, Title 8 of the CFR, Section 26.4 (a). The
VA policy includes provisions to protect, restore, and enhance the quality of the human
environment; and to minimize adverse environmental consequences, consistent with other
national policy considerations.
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2.0 Description of Project Alternatives

2.1 Steps for Expanding a National Cemetery

2.1.1 General Process and Management

The following summary (VA NCA 2004), describes the NCA’s general approach to siting,
design, construction and management of national cemeteries, and is presented here to facilitate
evaluation of potential impacts based upon desigh and management considerations for a national
cemetery. The design and services of each national cemetery may vary from this general
approach based on factors including age, location and availability of resources. At this time, the
proposed expansion area at the Fort Smith National Cemetery is not expected to include
permanent structures and is expected to be predominantly used for burial space (Pers. Comm.
Blizzard, Fort Smith National Cemetery, 2007).

Each national cemetery is managed by National Cemetery Administration (NCA)
personnel in conformance with national and memorial service network office policies,
priorities, goals and objectives. Most cemeteries are supervised by a cemetery director
and a staff of administrative and maintenance personnel. National cemeteries are
commonly open from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily and on Memorial Day from 8 a.m. to 7 p.m.
Generally, funeral corteges are received from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m., Monday through Friday.
Burials at national cemeteries do not occur on weekends or federal holidays.

The users of cemetery facilities are typically:
e Funeral attendees, including family members, funeral directors, etc.
e Public visitors
o Cemetery staff, including administrative, maintenance and other visiting VA staff

e Volunteers, who provide honors at interment services and assist cemetery staff in
administration and maintenance activities

e Contractors (maintenance and construction), sales representatives and vendors

Structures expected to be built include:
e Public Information Center
e Administration / Maintenance Complex
o Committal Service Shelter

A Public Information Center with Cortege Assembly Area may be situated near the main
cemetery entrance to provide a central point for vehicles in a funeral procession to wait
while the entire cortege assembles and representatives receive final instructions before
proceeding to the Committal Service Shelter. The Public Information Center would
normally be occupied by either cemetery staff or volunteers. In the absence of staff,
visitors can contact administrative personnel by telephone provided there. Cemetery
visitors would obtain gravesite locator information there and Public Rest Rooms would
be located there.

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The sequence beginning at the cemetery entrance should place the entrance to the Public
Information Center and restrooms adjacent to the Cortege Assembly Area, and at a
distance from the Committal Service Shelters and Administration/Maintenance Complex,
which should be centrally located on the site.

Retain the site in as natural a state as possible. Keep grading to a minimum, while
meeting the functional requirements of the cemetery. To the extent feasible, balance on-
site cut and fill. Leave undisturbed such features as natural drainage ways, valuable
trees or tree groups, shrubs, ground covers, rock out-croppings and streams. The design
should use construction practices that minimize adverse effects on the natural habitat.

The planting design should articulate and strengthen the site layout. In general, the
development should use regionally native plants and employ landscaping practices and
technologies that conserve water and prevent pollution.

Prepare interment areas for seeding, sprigging and/or sodding with topsoil and proper
nutrients. In non-burial areas, consider alternatives to standard turf that are suitable to
drought conditions. The amount of annual rainfall as well as the type of irrigation
system, if any, will determine the plant material selected. Irrigation is usually necessary
to keep the landscape at an aesthetically pleasing level. Although sufficient rainfall may
be received to sustain indigenous plants, situations involving introduced species or plants
in stressful conditions may require irrigation. Evaluate the landscape environment,
including turf grasses, and determine whether an irrigation system should be installed in
the cemetery.

Interment areas are those portions of the cemetery acreage that are developed for burials
of either full casket or cremated remains. Interment areas may be subdivided into burial
sections of varying sizes and shapes. Burial sections are visually separate areas, broken
by vegetated areas (woods), roads, walks and topography. Burial sections for full casket
gravesites shall be no larger than three acres. Burial sections for cremated remains shall
have no more than 999 sites (approximately .2 acres). In-ground interment areas for
casketed or cremated remains shall generally conform to existing terrain.

The National Cemetery Administration is committed to providing burial benefits to as
many veterans as possible and to achieving the maximum development of gravesites
within national cemeteries. The standard gravesite size will be the smallest size practical
to accommodate the type of marker being used, to ensure appropriate gravesite
appearance and to provide for safety consideration of employees. Each gravesite is
marked with one marker, consistent with the requirements of applicable law.

The standard gravesite sizes will be used when conditions warrant:

e The 1200 millimeters x 2400 millimeters (4 feet x 8 feet) gravesite will be used
where double-depth interments in a 2100 millimeters (7 feet) excavation are
possible.

e The 1800 millimeters x 2400 millimeters (6 feet x 8 feet) gravesite will be used for
single depth side-by-side interments where excavation below 1500 millimeters (5
feet) is impractical due to soil conditions.

e The 1200 millimeters x 2400 millimeters (4 feet x 8 feet) gravesite may be used in
those sections of national cemeteries which by law use flat markers.

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e The 900 millimeters x 2400 millimeters (3 feet x 8 feet) gravesite may be used in
those sections of national cemeteries which use lawn crypts. Lawn crypts are pre-
placed concrete containers with removable concrete lids which are installed at the
time of land development. Crypts are installed by excavating the burial area and
preparing it to provide adequate drainage. Pre-cast crypts are then placed
adjacent to one another and abutting on another.

As with full casket gravesites, NCA is committed to achieving the maximum development
of cremain sites within national cemeteries. NCA will strive to provide cremain sites in
all cemeteries including those closed to the interment of casketed remains. The standard
cremain site size will be the smallest size practical to accommodate the type of marker
being used, to ensure that the cremain site appearance is appropriate and consistent with
any adjacent gravesite section. Each gravesite will be marked with one marker,
consistent with the requirements of applicable law and NCA policy.

The standard cremain site sizes will be used when conditions warrant:

o Designated Cremains Sections -- A burial site for the interment of cremated
remains in a separate cremains section is 1200 millimeters x 1200 millimeters x +
600 millimeters (4 feetx 4 feet x + 2 feet) deep, and is marked with a 300
millimeters x 450 millimeters (12 inches x 18 inches) flat marker of granite or
bronze.

e Garden Niche or Terrace -- A burial site for the interment of cremated remains in a
distinct space using a system of paths, walls and/or terraces that creates a tranquil
garden setting, is 1200 millimeters x 1200 millimeters x + 600 millimeters (4 feet x
4 feet x + 2 feet) deep, and is marked with a 300 millimeters x 450 millimeters (12
inches x 18 inches) VA standard flat marker of granite or bronze, or a wall-
mounted bronze plaque, 140 millimeters x 215 millimeters (5-1/2 inches x 8-1/2
inches).

e Columbarium -- A niche in an above-grade structure designed for the interment of
cremated remains is 265 millimeters x 375 millimeters x 500 millimeters
(10-1/2 inches x 15 inches x 20 inches) deep, measured at the face. Each niche is
designed to accept an individual VA standard niche cover. Some columbaria
developed earlier in national cemeteries utilized multiple-niche covers and various
sizes of niches. Expansion of existing columbaria will follow the original design
concept for that cemetery. The columbarium design must include the capability of
expansion in future phases of cemetery development but must appear complete with
the initial phase of development.

e Cremains [Scattering] Garden -- A designated garden-type area where cremated
remains are scattered in the landscape. A site used for the scattering of cremated
remains is not individually marked, but the deceased is acknowledged on a
communal bronze plaque in the garden area or by an individual bronze plaque
mounted on a wall designated for that purpose. An individual whose ashes are
scattered in the national cemetery may not have a memorial marker placed in the
memorial section of the cemetery.

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2.1.2 Fort Smith National Cemetery

In 1867 the Fort Smith military cemetery, originally established in the early 1800’s, was elevated
to a national cemetery consisting of approximately five-acres enclosed by a white-washed fence.
The cemetery has already experienced several expansions and currently totals approximately 22
acres. In use for nearly 140 years, the cemetery is expected to run out of space for additional
interments within the next four years if property is not acquired (Pers. Comm. Blizzard, 2007).

The expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery ensures that the eligible veterans of western
Arkansas and eastern Oklahoma will have the opportunity to be laid to rest in a near-by National
Cemetery. Detailed plans for the layout, design and specifications for the proposed expansion
area will not begin until the status of the land acquisition is determined.

2.2 Site Selection Process and Alternatives Considered and Dismissed

2.2.1 Site Selection Process

2.2.1.1 Location

The site should be located as close as possible to the existing cemetery, preferably on adjacent
property. In addition, the sites are evaluated according to size, shape, accessibility, utilities and
water, and surrounding land use.

Sufficient acreage must be available to provide sufficient gravesites for several decades.
Interment rates are projected based upon veteran population within a 75-mile radius of a proposed
site. The number and mix of required full-casket gravesites, cremain sites, and columbarium
niches are used to determine acreage requirements. Irregularly shaped sites are generally more
difficult to access and less efficient to layout and develop.

The selected site should be readily accessible via highways and major public roadways. If public
utilities (electricity, water, sewer) are immediately available to the site, that is ideal. However,
on-site septic systems and on-site water wells may be acceptable. An adequate water supply,
whatever the source, is also very important. Sites adjacent to visually objectionable, loud noise,
high traffic, or other nuisance elements are avoided to maintain the desired decorum for the
ceremonies. The site needs to be free of public easements and rights-of-way.

2.2.1.2 Site Characteristics

The inherent qualities of the site, including soils, topography, and aesthetics, should be such that
it is conducive to cemetery development. Soils should be of a quality which will provide adequate
topsoil for growing turf as well as adequate stability for constructing roads and buildings.
Shallow depth to groundwater may require additional site preparation. An ideal site would be free
of subsurface obstructions and hazardous waste.

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Comparatively level to rolling terrain is desirable for areas to be developed. The grade of burial
areas should be in the 2 to 15 percent range. There should be sufficient slope to enable proper
drainage of the site. Ravines, wetlands, and sinkholes are avoided wherever feasible. Existing site
amenities such as pleasant views and quality vegetative cover are sought after. The presence of
man-made elements such as cultural/historic/archaeological elements, utility easements, rights-of-
way, or mineral rights can hamper or legally prevent development.

2.2.2  Adjacent Properties Considered and Dismissed from Detailed Analysis

The National Cemetery Administration thoroughly investigated contiguous properties for
expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery. The cemetery is bordered to the east and
northeast by State Highway 255 (Wheeler Road) and to the west by railway lines and the Poteau
River. Altering infrastructure for expansion of the cemetery in either of these directions is not a
realistic alternative and may not be possible due to public easements and right-of-ways. Figure
2-1 (Adjacent Sites Map) depicts four properties adjacent to the Fort Smith National Cemetery in
addition to the proposed expansion site (Alternative A). The following paragraphs provide
descriptions of these four properties and explain why they are not viable alternatives for
expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery.

Adjacent Property 1: consists of several small parcels of land owned by various entities. This
area includes a music store, the Fort Smith Trolley Museum, a historic rail-car and locomotive
listed on the National Register of Historic Places, a rail spur and a parking lot.

This area is not consistent with the requirements of the NCA for cemetery expansion. Due to the
irregular shape of the area, the limited acreage of the individual parcels, multiple property
owners, and the historic and cultural resources in this area, this area is not viable for expansion of
the cemetery. Displacement of multiple private and public occupants would be costly and public
easements and right-of-ways associated with the railway may also prevent expansion of the
cemetery in this direction.

Adjacent Property 2: is less than two acres of land containing one commercial building that is
currently occupied by a pawn shop and additional businesses.

Acquiring this property would provide minimal benefit to the Fort Smith National Cemetery
because of the limited acreage of the parcel. The purchase of this property is not a viable
alternative for the Veterans Administration because it would only extend the operation of the
cemetery by approximately three years, which is not consistent with the NCA requirement that
acreage must be available to provide sufficient gravesites for several decades.

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Adjacent Property 3: is owned and occupied by O.K. Feed Mills, Inc. According to the Sebastian
County Assessor’s Office the 2005 Market Value of this property is nearly $1.5 million. O.K.
Feed Mills has been in operation since at least 1936. The property currently includes multiple
railway lines for the transfer of materials and regulatory information indicates that several
underground storage tanks (USTs) are located on the property and the facility is included on the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) List as a Conditionally Exempt Small
Quantity Generator (SQG) of hazardous waste.

In order for expansion of the cemetery to occur at this property O.K. Feed Mills, Inc. must be
willing to sell this property. No evidence was found that would indicate that O.K. Feed Mills is
looking to sell their property and relocate their operations. In addition to the high cost of land
acquisition, demolition of the existing facility and development of the parcel for use as a
cemetery would require a significant expenditure by the VA. Because the existing facility is a
generator of hazardous waste and there are USTs at the site, below grade excavations and testing
would be required to ensure that there are no environmental cleanup issues associated with this
facility. There would also be a negative impact to the City of Fort Smith in the form of lost jobs,
wages and tax revenue if O.K. Feed Mills did not relocate in the Fort Smith area. Finally, this
property is not truly adjacent to the existing Fort Smith National Cemetery. The cemetery would
need to acquire Adjacent Property 2, the Expansion Site (Alternative A) described below, and/or
city owned property (See Figure 2-1) in order for the cemetery to expand onto this property. For
these reasons, the O.K. Feed Mills property is not a viable option for cemetery expansion

Adjacent Property 4: consists of approximately 9.5 acres. This property contains two large
warehouse buildings, as well as several smaller commercial and/or industrial buildings. One of
the large warehouse buildings is currently leased by Carry-Lite Hunting Decoys for inventory
storage. The other large warehouse is leased by Midland Commodities for dry storage of
processed commodities. This facility is a U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) approved
processed commodities warehouse. Midland Commodities has an agreement with the USDA to
store materials at the site. According to the Sebastian County Assessor’s Office the 2005 Market
Value of this property is nearly $1.7 million.

This property is dismissed from detailed analysis as a viable alternative for cemetery expansion
for similar reasons as the O.K. Feed Mill property (Adjacent Property 3). The owner of the
property, Phelps Leasing, LC, must be willing to sell the property to the VA. No evidence was
found that would indicate that Phelps Leasing is looking to sell their property and force current
tenants to relocate their operations. As with the previous property, the City of Fort Smith would
experience lost jobs, wages and revenue if these businesses were not relocated within Fort Smith
City limits. In addition to the high cost of land acquisition and development, it is unlikely that
burial services at Fort Smith National Cemetery would continue uninterrupted, due to the time
requirements that would be necessary to transfer ownership of the property, demolition of
existing structures and for development of the property for use as a cemetery.
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2.3 Alternatives Retained for Detailed Analysis

2.3.1 Alternative A — Expansion of existing National Cemetery on one parcel

The NCA was contacted by the National Cemetery Acquisition Commission (NCAC) regarding
the potential expansion of the National Cemetery on land currently owned by the NCAC. The
NCAC is a local, grassroots, non-profit organization dedicated to the continued operation of the
Fort Smith National Cemetery. The twenty member group was instrumental in the expansion of
the cemetery in 1997 and has been exploring additional expansion opportunities since that time.

The area proposed for cemetery expansion is an approximate nine-acre parcel of land, currently
consisting of five recreational softball and baseball fields (Andrews Field complex) and
associated fencing, lighting, bleachers, and scoring, concessions and restroom buildings (Figure
2-2). The Andrews Field complex is adjacent to the southern boundary of the existing Fort Smith
National Cemetery. Surrounding properties primarily consist of commercial and industrial
facilities. The NCAC acquired the property from the City of Fort Smith and intends to donate the
parcel to the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) for the expansion of this National Cemetery.

2.3.2 Alternative B -- No Action

Under this alternative, the NCA would not expand the existing national cemetery in Fort Smith,
Arkansas. The veterans in the vicinity would have to use either one of the other national
cemeteries or private cemeteries for burial services, as burial space in the existing National
Cemetery is very limited. Fort Smith National Cemetery will close by 2010 if additional property
is not procured.
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3.0 Affected Environments

The following sections describe the findings of a series of inquiries made to obtain background
information on the site under consideration for expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery.
The work was conducted in accordance with the guidelines of the Department of Veterans
Affairs’ Environmental Compliance Manual (VA, 1998). Included below are results from:
records searches (Appendix B) which meet the government records search requirements of
ASTM Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments, E 1527-00; owner/site manager
interviews; site visits / investigations; and consultations with regulatory and resource agency
personnel. Site photos taken in April 2006 are available as a separate section in this report (see
Photolog, Appendix A).

3.1 Aesthetics and Noise

The approximate nine-acre site (Andrews Field complex) currently consists of five recreational
softball and baseball fields and associated fencing, lighting, bleachers and scoring, concessions
and restroom buildings.

The site is located between South B & D Streets and South 5" & 7" Streets, in Fort Smith,
Arkansas. The surrounding area primarily consists of commercial and industrial properties. The
site is bordered to the north by South B Street, with Fort Smith National Cemetery and a
commercial property located further north of the site; to the east by South 7" Street, with railroad
tracks, O.K. Feed Mills and Wheeler Avenue (Arkansas Highway 255) located further east of the
site; to the south by South D Street, with a warehouse and vacant lots currently used for
equipment storage, commercial properties and scattered residential properties, located further
south of the site; and to the west by South 5™ Street, with commercial and industrial properties, a
railway and the Poteau River, located further west of the site.

Noise at the site primarily consists of manufacturing noises from the neighboring commercial and
industrial facilities and road noise from vehicle traffic on Wheeler Avenue. Vehicle traffic on
South B and D Streets and South 5" and 7" Streets is minimal and does not significantly
influence noise levels on the site, with the exception of occasional delivery trucks arriving or
departing from neighboring commercial and industrial facilities (See Section 3.10.1 for additional
traffic information). Periodic ground maintenance activities, including the use of lawn-mowers,
leaf-blowers, etc. occurs at both the Andrews Field complex and the cemetery. Crowd noise
associated with games and tournaments at the complex occurs nightly and on weekends during
the spring and summer months. Gun salutes associated with most interments currently occurs at
the existing Fort Smith National Cemetery. The short bursts of noise from the salutes only occur
during weekday business hours.
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3.2 Air Quality

Daily forecast and real-time air quality data is projected by the Arkansas Department of
Environmental Quality (ADEQ) Air Division for the area including the site. The ADEQ’s
mission is to preserve and protect the air quality for the citizens of Arkansas through
implementation and enforcement of applicable regulations in a fair and equitable manner (ADEQ,
2006). ADEQ’s air quality is based on particulate matter and ozone conditions. Based on
monitored air quality readings from 2007, Fort Smith is designated as an attainment area for the
eight-hour ozone standard, as well as the existing one-hour ozone standard (ADEQ, 2007).

No unusual odors were detected at the site during the site visit in April 2006, with the exception
of occasional grain processing odors associated with O.K. Feed Mills to the east of the site.

3.3 Economic Activity, Residential Population, and Community Services

3.3.1 Economic Activity
The City of Fort Smith reported a population of 80,268 in 2000 (USCB, 2007).

The employment base in Fort Smith is diverse, with an industrial base. The Fort Smith Regional
Chamber of Commerce has a current listing of the top employers in Fort Smith, among these
entities are local government organizations, manufacturing and industrial companies, and
hospital/health care centers (Fort Smith Regional Chamber of Commerce, 2007).

3.3.2 Residential Population

Concessions and restroom buildings associated with the softball and baseball fields are located on
the project site. However, there are currently no occupied residences located on Alternative A. A
few scattered residences were observed further to the east and south of the site, mixed in with
predominantly commercial and industrial properties. No residential properties were observed
adjacent to the site. There are an estimated 32,800 veterans in the area served by the Fort Smith
National Cemetery (Pers. Comm. Richards, Department of Veterans Affairs, 2007).

3.3.3 Community Services

The site is incorporated within the City of Fort Smith and is therefore served by the City’s
programs. The local government is comprised of eight elected directors, including the Mayor.
The Fort Smith Fire Department is located less than one mile from the site, and has a uniformed
force of 126 firefighters. Law enforcement services are available through the Fort Smith Police
Department, which is located less than one mile from the site. Hospital care is available at St.
Edward Mercy Hospital located approximately five miles from the site (City of Fort Smith,
2006).

3.4 Land Use and Real Property

The site lies within the City of Fort Smith and is currently zoned as Open Space. The existing
Fort Smith National Cemetery is also zoned as Open Space.

Currently, the project site consists of five recreational softball and baseball fields and associated
fencing, lighting, bleachers and scoring, concessions and restroom buildings.

Data from the Sebastian County tax assessor’s office, which provides property assessments for
the City of Fort Smith, indicates that the property is identified as 22448. There is currently no tax
value associated with the site and it is listed as exempt (Sebastian County, 2006).

Under the proposed action, structures currently on-site would likely be demolished, and the
softball and baseball fields would be converted to cemetery use. The City of Fort Smith has
already purchased 51-acres for the construction of a new recreational, ballfield facility along the
Arkansas River and Clayton Expressway approximately two-miles north of the existing ballfields
(Pers. Comm. Cathcart, City of Fort Smith Planning Department, 2006 and 2007).

3.5 Cultural and Historical Resources

3.5.1 Previous Investigations

According to the report of the current investigation, described below, state files indicate that no
archeological investigations have been conducted in or adjacent to the project area. In 2005, the
project area was surveyed by Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) staff and one of
the existing ball fields and its associated grandstands (Andrews Field), located in the northwest
corner of the expansion site, was determined to be eligible for the NRHP. The AHPP based their
determination of NRHP eligibility on the 120-year history of the site as a community recreational
area and the 85-year old grandstands and associated ball field (Andrews Field) that hosted several
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minor league baseball teams in the 1920s and 1930s (See Section 3.5.2 below for additional
historic information).

3.5.2  Current Investigations

A cultural resources literature review and reconnaissance survey of the approximate nine-acre
expansion area (Andrews Field complex) was conducted on April 19 through 21, 2006 by RSWA.
Ms. Beth Gantt served as the Principal Archeologist/Architectural Historian for the cultural
resources study. The purpose of the study was to identify the presence of recorded archeological
sites and historic properties within and adjacent to the Andrews Field complex, and to assess the
potential for unrecorded cultural resources. The testing involved a literature and records search
and a limited field survey (R.S. Webb and Associates, May 5, 2006; Appendix C). The literature
and records search included a review of documents and files at the AHPP in Little Rock, the
Arkansas Archeological Survey in Fayetteville, the Sebastian County Library and the NRCS
office in Fort Smith. The field survey consisted of a combination of surface inspection and
shovel testing (excavation of one-foot by one-foot units along transects spaced 100 feet apart).

Based on the results of the cultural resources study, no archeological resources were observed and
the potential for cultural deposits is low. The project area includes a history as a city park dating
back to 1886. Since at least 1921 the project area consisted of Andrews Field, a baseball field
and concrete grandstands located in the northwestern corner of the site, which hosted the farm
teams of the St. Louis Cardinals, Detroit Tigers and the New York Giants, in the 1920s and
1930s. In the 1940s and 1950s, the Andrews Field complex served as a rodeo arena, high school
football field and was the site for several political rallies. Andrews Field is currently home to the
Northside High School girls-softball team and numerous recreational league teams utilize
multiple fields at the complex.

One of the existing ball fields and its associated grandstands (Andrews Field), located in the
northwest corner of the expansion site (approximately 2.25 acres), was determined to be eligible
for listing on the NRHP by the AHPP in 2005. Based on historic research, Mr. Frederick Neun,
Director of the Office of Construction Management with the NCA, submitted a request for
determination of eligibility for Andrews Field to the Keeper of the National Register of Historic
Places (Keeper) on March 13, 2007. At the request of the Keeper’s Office for additional
documentation, a subsequent summary report with supportive clarification for non-eligibility
information was submitted by the NCA on May 14, 2007 (Appendix C). On June 26, 2007 the
Keeper completed a Determination of Eligibility Notification (Appendix C), concluding that
Andrews Field is not eligible for listing on the NRHP because “Andrews Field no longer
possesses the overall appearance, character, and qualities it had during the historic period. Due to
loss of integrity, it does not meet the National Register criteria for listing”.
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3.6 Floodplains, Wetlands, Groundwater and Coastal Zone

3.6.1 Floodplains

Executive Order 11988, and the floodplain management criteria contained in 44 CFR Part 60,
Criteria for Land Management and Use, requires that long-term and short-term adverse impacts
associated with occupancy and modification of floodplains be avoided to the extent possible.
According to floodplain information provided by the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) Map Service Center website (FEMA, 2006), the entire approximate nine-acre Fort Smith
National Cemetery Expansion Site lies outside of the 100-year and 500-year flood zone (Flood
Insurance Rate Map [FIRM] Community-Panel Number 055013 0010 D, map revised July 16,
1991). The area containing the project site is designated as Zone C, an area of “minimal
flooding” (Figure 3-1). Based on this information, the project site is not within a floodplain, and
there will be no adverse impacts to FEMA-designated floodplains as a result of the proposed
project.

3.6.2 Wetlands

Jurisdictional waters of the United States, including streams and wetlands, are defined by 33 CFR
Part 328.3 and are protected by Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC 1344), which is
administered and enforced by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE). The 1987 USACE
Wetlands Delineation Manual defines wetlands as “areas inundated or saturated by surface or
ground water at a frequency and duration sufficient to support, and that under normal
circumstances do support, a prevalence of vegetation typically adapted for life in saturated soil
conditions.” This definition provides the three criteria that must be met for a determination of
jurisdictional wetlands according to the USACE: (1) wetland hydrology, (2) hydrophytic
vegetation, and (3) hydric soils. All three criteria must be present for an area to be classified as a
jurisdictional wetland.

Data from the National Wetlands Inventory (USFWS, 2006), aerial photographs, soil surveys, and
topographic maps were reviewed prior to the site visits to determine locations and types of
wetlands that were present on site.

During a site visit by MACTEC personnel in April 2006, a limited ecological survey, including
reconnaissance of federal jurisdictional wetlands as defined in 33 CFR Part 328, was completed.

Based on the above documentation and the April 2006 site visit, no wetlands were observed within
the approximate nine-acre Fort Smith National Cemetery Expansion site. Therefore no Section 404
or Section 10 Clean Water Act permit would be required to develop this site.

3.6.3 Groundwater

Pursuant to Act 154 of 1991, the Arkansas Soil & Water Conservation Commission designates
critical groundwater areas of the state. This is a non-regulatory program, which focuses on
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conservation and education programs, such as state tax incentives for the installation of water
conservation practices. The critical area is defined based on significant ground water declines
and/or water quality degradation. Boundaries for the critical area are configured based on the
natural hydrogeologic boundary of the aquifer. The expansion site is not located within or near
any critical groundwater designated areas.

3.6.4 Coastal Zone

The Federal Coastal Zone Management Act (CZMA) requires federal agencies carrying out activities
subject to the Act to request federal consistency, the authority to review federal activities to
determine their compliance. The project site is not within the Coastal Zone as described in the
CZMA, and thus is not under the jurisdiction of the CZMA.

3.7 Geology and Soils

The site is situated in the Arkansas Valley and Ouachita Mountains Regions Physiographic
Province of Arkansas, an area predominately underlain by sedimentary rock of the Paleozoic Era.
The Fort Smith, Arkansas area is underlain by the McAlester Formation. This unit consists of
predominately shale, a few widely spaced beds of sandstone, and possibly a few very thin
limestone beds. The shale is generally dark colored, mostly silty, locally clayey, and occurs in
thick intervals. The sandstone is moderately hard to hard, brown to gray, in beds a few inches
thick to 10 feet thick, and in sequences up to 30 feet thick. The limestones are insignificant in
this unit.

According to the Soil Survey of Sebastian County, issued March 1975, the soil at the site is
characterized as ‘Leadvale, 1 to 3 percent slopes’ (Figure 3-2). This moderately well drained,
moderately slow permeability soil is found on old stream terraces in broad valleys. The depth to
seasonal high water table for these soils is reportedly two feet below ground surface (bgs).
According to information provided by Mr. Daryl Kersh, Caretaker of the Andrews Field complex,
the ball fields are replenished by material from dredging the Poteau River, which is spread out
across the area. Mr. Kersh also indicated that the primary field in the northwestern corner of the
site is four feet higher than it was in the 1970s (Pers. Comm. Kersh, Andrews Field, 2006).

3.8 Hydrology and Water Quality

This area of Arkansas, on average receives approximately 44 inches of rainfall per year.
Historically, May is the wettest month of the year, with an average rainfall of 5.29 inches, while
January is historically the driest month (2.37 inches of rainfall; The Weather Channel Interactive,
2007).

The site is located within the Robert S. Kerr Reservoir Watershed. With the exception of
stormwater drains located along roadways, surface drainage on the site and vicinity
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predominately flows to the west, towards the Poteau River. No streams were observed running
through or adjacent to the site. According to the Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR)
records (See Appendix B); no registered wells are located on the site or within a quarter-mile of
the site.

3.9 Solid / Hazardous Waste

Solid waste, consisting of glass and plastic bottles, aluminum cans, paper bags, etc., was observed
minimally around the site. Scrap metal, plastic tarping and other miscellaneous materials were
observed in the area where the maintenance equipment is stored, underneath the concrete bleachers
in the northwest corner of the site.

Due to the age of on-site structures and visual observations made during the site reconnaissance,
it is unlikely that asbestos-containing materials are located on the site or that lead-based paint is
present on the site.

During the limited field reconnaissance, no hazardous chemicals or drums were observed on the
site. Minimal amounts of landscaping chemicals and petroleum products, used for maintenance
of the ball fields and equipment, were located on the site. Containers ranged in size from one
guart to 5-gallon buckets and included commercial fertilizers and weed Kkillers, as well as
hydraulic fluid, fuel and oil for lawn mowing and maintenance equipment. Minimal amounts of
spilled material and soil staining were observed in the areas where equipment is stored and
serviced, within a fenced enclosure underneath the concrete bleachers in the northwest corner of
the site.

Six dumpsters and multiple plastic trashcans are located around the site. The City of Fort Smith is
contracted to empty waste from the dumpsters on a regular basis. The City of Fort Smith is
currently contracted to collect solid waste for the Fort Smith National Cemetery. This service
provider will not change with the expansion of the cemetery.

MACTEC contracted Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to perform a database search of
information published by the state and federal regulatory agencies for the site and adjacent and
surrounding properties. It should be noted that regulatory listings are limited and include only
those sites that are known to the regulatory agencies at the time of publication to be
contaminated, regulated or in the process of evaluation for potential contamination; and within
the specified search radius. A copy of the regulatory data obtained and reviewed for this project
and a plotted site map of the regulated facilities prepared by EDR is provided in Appendix B.

A review of the database search (Table 3-1) indicated that the site was not identified on the
regulatory databases reviewed for our assessment. There are no indications that the past or
present uses of the site have created recognized environmental conditions in relation to the site or
the surrounding properties.
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Eight facilities were identified on the regulatory lists within the established search radii from the
site. However, due to regulatory listing information, topographic positioning relative to the site,

and distance, these facilities do not pose a recognized environmental condition to the site.

3.10 Transportation and Parking

3.10.1 Current Conditions

The project site is located between South B and D Streets and South 5" and 7" Streets. During a
site visit in April 2006, traffic was observed at an approximate rate of one vehicle per minute on
these roads. The posted speed limit for these roads is 25 miles per hour. Wheeler Avenue
(Highway 255) runs in a north-south direction, one block to the east of the site. Traffic was
observed at an approximate rate of 33 vehicles per minute on Wheeler Avenue.

3.10.2 Current and Future Projects

According to the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD, 2007), one
current road improvement project began in 2006 for 2.62 miles of Highway 22, from Highway 59
to Highway 255, located to the northeast of the site, for road widening. Width restrictions are
currently in effect for a 0.55 mile portion of this project for the construction of a new bridge. No
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other road improvement projects, current or future, are planned for the roads associated with the
proposed expansion or in the immediate vicinity of the project (AHTD, 2007).

3.11 Utilities

Based on site observations during the site visit and interviews with management and maintenance
personnel, the site has existing utilities on the property. According to an interview with Mr.
Garry Cathcart, Senior Planner with the City of Fort Smith, the city has provided services to this
area since construction of the primary field and concrete bleachers in 1921. Mr. Cathcart also
responded that City records did not indicate the presence of wells or a septic system on the site.

The following utility providers service the site and surrounding areas:

3.12 Vegetation, Wildlife, Rare Species, and Exotic/Invasive Species

3.12.1 Vegetation

A limited survey of vegetation types present on the Fort Smith National Cemetery expansion site
was conducted in April 2006. Vegetation on site consists entirely of maintained landscaping.
The vegetation is mostly mowed turf grass interspersed with common lawn weeds. This is in
association actively maintained recreational fields and adjacent walkways. Other vegetation on
site consists of ornamental plantings around buildings, benches, and other structures. Species
include: mondo grass (Ophiopogon spp.), crepe myrtle (Lagerstroemia indica), Bradford pear
(Pyrus calleryana), dwarf holly (llex spp.), nandina (Nandina domestica) and sweetgum
(Liquidambar styraciflua).

3.12.2 Wildlife

A limited wildlife survey was completed during the April 2006 site visit. Opportunistic wildlife
observations were made. The urban character of this site is not conducive to supporting wildlife
other than urban dwelling species of songbirds and other small animals adapted to developed
environments. Wildlife species observed by MACTEC personnel during the April 2006 site visit
were: mocking bird (Mimus polyglottos) and gray squirrel (Sciurus carolinensis).
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3.12.3 Rare Species

The Arkansas Heritage Program was referenced for any known occurrences of state or federal
listed species in Sebastian or Crawford Counties. There are 58 species listed within these two
counties. Of these, four are Federally Threatened or Endangered — scaleshell (Leptodea
leptodon), bald eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus), interior least tern (Sterna antillarum),
American burying beetle (Nicrophorus americanus). During the April 2006 limited vegetation
and wildlife survey, MACTEC personnel did not find any evidence of, or suitable habitat for any
listed species, Federal or State, on or near the project site.

3.12.4 Exotic/Invasive Species

Executive Order 11987, Exotic Organisms, addresses requirements related to the control of exotic
species. Exotic and invasive species are those plants or animals which are not native to Arkansas,
but were introduced as a result of human-related activities. Exotic and invasive species can
threaten native species and ecosystems due to aggressive growth, reproduction or survival rate,
and diseases or parasites they may carry.

Exotic/ non-native species observed by MACTEC personnel during the April 2006 site visit were:
mondo grass, nandina, Bradford pear, crepe myrtle and dwarf holly. Most of these species were
represented by only a few individuals and none were observed to present a significant threat to
natural ecosystems.

3.13 Environmental Justice

According to 2000 census data, the City of Fort Smith has a median family income of $41,012
and a median household income of $32,157 (USCB, 2007). However, 33.7 percent of persons
living in Census Tract 3, which contains the project site, are below the poverty level and 29.4
percent of families are below the poverty level, according to census data from 2000. The
population in Census Tract 3 consists of 59.3 percent white (may include Hispanics and/or
Latinos), 23.2 percent black or African-American, 1.6 percent Asian, 1.6 percent American
Indian or Alaska Native, 2.6 percent two or more races, and 11.6 percent some other race (may
include Hispanics and/or Latinos; USCB, 2007).

The project site under consideration for cemetery expansion is the Andrews Field complex, which
consists of five recreational softball and baseball fields (described in Section 2.3). The
surrounding land uses are predominantly industrial with some commercial businesses on adjacent

property.

Executive Order 12898 (Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority
Populations and Low-Income Populations) requires that federal projects consider whether the
project would have an adverse effect on minority or low-income populations. The project site
under consideration in this EA is the Andrews Field complex in a predominately
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industrial/commercial area. Based on the available demographic and census data, there are
minority and low-income populations in the vicinity of the site. However, these groups and
individuals only could be indirectly affected by the proposed action.
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4.0 Environmental Impacts

Section 4.0 describes the environmental consequences associated with the National Cemetery on
the two alternatives defined in Section 2.0.

4.1 Noise and Other Aesthetic Concerns

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts on the noise levels or aesthetics of
the area.

Under the Proposed Alternative, there would be minimal noise impacts to the surrounding area
during construction activities and no negative impact to noise or the aesthetics of the area
resulting from the expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery at the project site. National
cemeteries are required to maintain a park-like setting and keep the grounds visually pleasing.
NCA guidelines recommend that native vegetation be used in site landscaping, and valuable trees
be preserved. Thus, the maintained landscape which currently exists on the majority of the site
would likely remain, although in an altered form. Replacing the outdoor lighting, antiquated
grandstands and the other structures on the site with a more shrine-type of setting associated with
the National Cemetery, would constitute an improvement in the viewshed.

Gun salutes will occur at most interments. The short bursts of noise with the salutes will only
occur during weekday business hours. Gun salutes currently occur at the existing Fort Smith
National Cemetery.

There will be limited temporary impacts on adjacent neighborhoods from construction activities.
Once the cemetery expansion is in operation, daily noises will include gardening equipment
(mowers, weed eaters, etc.), backhoes, and dump trucks. Noises associated with funerals will
include traffic from the corteges, “taps” or other music, and gun salutes. These noises currently
occur at the existing Fort Smith National Cemetery at a rate of approximately 360 to 480 funerals
per year. Once construction activities are complete, noise associated with the expansion of the
cemetery is not expected to have a negative impact to residential receptors in the vicinity of the
site, as the annual burial rate is expected to remain at current or slightly increasing rates.

4.2 Air Quality
Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts on the air quality of the area.
Under the Proposed Alternative, there would be minimal impacts to the air quality of the area

resulting from the expansion of a cemetery at the project site. During construction and
demolition of existing structures and buildings, there will be heavy equipment exhaust at the site,
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in addition to increased fugitive dust emissions. Best management practices to control erosion
should also help to minimize releases of fugitive dust. There also may be as many as several
hundred vehicle trips per weekday to the site during the construction and demolition phase of the
cemetery expansion. These vehicles’ emissions will result in a temporary net increase in air
pollutants. However, because the air quality in Sebastian County meets standards, the amounts of
air pollutants likely to be released from these vehicle trips are not likely to cause any significant
impact on air quality in the vicinity.

There are no air-quality permitting requirements that apply to the construction of a cemetery. The
project site does not have any permitted emission sources.

4.3 Economic Activity, Residential Population, and Community Services

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts on economic activity, residential
population, or community services in the area.

Based on the experience of the VA at other National Cemeteries, it is presumed that the change
from current use to cemetery use, and the resulting open space, would be considered an amenity
by neighbors and that surrounding property values would not be affected or could even increase.

The City of Fort Smith currently has plans to construct a new recreational, ballfield facility along
the Arkansas River and Clayton Expressway, approximately two miles north of the existing
ballfields (Pers. Comm. Cathcart, 2006).

Under the Proposed Alternative, no significant impacts to economic activity, residential
population, or community services would be expected. The proposed project, with limited
personnel, would have no noticeable effect on the school district. Jobs will be created at the site
for temporary construction workers and limited opportunities for permanent employees. These
employees may be drawn from current residents, or they may be recruited from elsewhere and
become new residents. The City of Fort Smith has adequate capacity in its emergency and non-
emergency service departments to support the employees of and visitors to the proposed
cemetery.

4.4 Land Use and Real Property
Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts to zoning or land use.
Under the Proposed Alternatives, there would be minimal impacts to zoning and land use or the

area resulting from the expansion of a cemetery at the project site. The Alternative A site and the
existing Fort Smith National Cemetery are zoned as Open Space. With the expansion of the
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existing National Cemetery, the ultimate landscape would still be open space with many of the
existing general conditions either preserved or improved. The non-profit NCAC acquired the site
from the City of Fort Smith and is not required to pay property tax on the parcel. Therefore, no
change in city revenues will occur with the transfer of the property to the Department of Veterans
Affairs.

4.5 Archaeological Resources and Historical Structures

The selection of the No Action alternative would not impact cultural resources.

Due to the ineligibility of Andrews Field for listing on the NRHP by the Keeper of the National
Register (June 26, 2007), no significant impacts to cultural resources will occur with the
expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery into the subject area.

4.6 Floodplains, Wetlands, Watersheds, Rivers, Lakes, and Coastal Zone

Under either the No Action Alternative or the Proposed Alternative, there would be no impacts to
floodplains, wetlands, watersheds, rivers, lakes or the coastal zone.

4.7 Geology and Soils

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts on the geology of the area.

Minimal impacts to the geology of the area are expected resulting from the expansion of the
cemetery at the site. It is assumed that excavations for stormwater basins, burial vaults, building
foundations into the subsoils, etc., will be required, but no large-scale excavations into the deeper
strata would occur.

Due to the location of the site in the Arkansas Valley and Ouachita Mountains Regions
Physiographic Province and the predominant soil type at the site, depth-to-bedrock and depth-to-
groundwater are unlikely to pose any challenges for cemetery expansion and vault placement.
According to information provided by staff at the Fort Smith National Cemetery, current burial
activities are not affected by issues of soil and/or groundwater. The site is located adjacent to the
existing cemetery and the soil type remains consistent throughout the area. Cemetery staff does
not anticipate problems with burial activities occurring in the expansion area.

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no new impacts to site soils.

As previously discussed, it is anticipated that the expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery
would include the construction of roadways and the installation of crypts, and may include the
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construction of buildings. It is anticipated that minimal grading will be required as the site has
been previously developed. Although there is not currently a development plan for the proposed
expansion area, typical burial practices usually involve the placement of a concrete burial vault to
allow interment during winter months and to prevent subsurface soil subsidence. It is anticipated
that vaults would be installed during the initial site development, with soil fill placed over the
vaults and then sodded. The spoils would be removed from the pre-positioned vaults in a single
phase during cemetery expansion. For several reasons, the installation of vaults should be
completed with the vault bottom at an elevation at or above the normal high water table.

Earthmoving is the excavating of lakes, pits, and depressions, and/or mounding, stockpiling,
creating berms, installing or transporting fill. Earthmoving activities are typically regulated
because of the potential adverse impacts these activities may cause to the environment.
Earthmoving activities may adversely impact watersheds, drainage patterns, native habitats, water
quality, historical resources, and may cause erosion and sedimentation problems. Changes in
topography, such as filling of drainage ways, could increase the flood potential of the surrounding
area. Additionally, earthmoving activities may cause adverse visual, noise, vibration, dust, and
safety impacts to surrounding areas.

Burying topsoil would destroy the biota, many of which are necessary for ecological
health/function. As mitigation against this adverse impact NCA could stockpile topsoil in a
manner that protects its natural biota, and then re-use the topsoil on site once the additional fill
and vaults have been placed. This type of soil conservation mitigation measure will have the
added benefit of assisting with water conservation.

Construction activities, excavation of soils, and site grading would result in the increased
potential for sediment impacts to surrounding surface waters. Some soil erosion would also occur
during construction activities; however, implementation of a sediment and erosion control plan,
including use of best management practices (BMPs) such as silt fencing and hay bales, would
dramatically reduce erosion associated with the project.

Mitigation against soil erosion that should be considered during cemetery expansion includes:

e Require grading contractor to prepare and adhere to a plan for management of excavated
material
e Stabilize soft/loose soils during excavation and fill activities.

e Soft and near surface soils should be stabilized as soon as practical after disturbance.

e A qualified engineer should monitor construction, excavation, fill and compaction
activities.
o Installation of silt fences/erosion control fabric on slopes created during construction.

e Re-vegetation of bare areas as soon as practical after their creation.
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4.8 Hydrology and Water Quality

4.8.1 Stormwater

According to the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) permit program controls water pollution by regulating point
sources that discharge pollutants into waters of the United States. The NPDES Stormwater
Program regulates stormwater discharges. Stormwater runoff from construction sites contains
sediments and other pollutants which degrade water quality and habitat of surrounding streams
and water bodies. The NPDES Stormwater Program requires all construction sites one acre or
larger, or smaller sites within a larger development, to obtain a permit to discharge stormwater
and utilize BMPs to mitigate the effects of the construction activity (USEPA, NPDES, 2005).

Cemetery expansion at the site will require compliance with the federal stormwater program, and
implementation of BMPs for stormwater control. Compliance with the stormwater management
sections of 40 CFR 122 (USEPA’s NPDES Regulations) is anticipated as long as State/County
BMP’s are implemented.

4.8.2 Landscaping and Turf Irrigation

At this time there are only local regulations and restrictions on water usage in this part of
Arkansas. Future restrictions may limit water usage in the area, and additional landscaping and
irrigation applications would have to be considered

The NCA will need to design site landscaping with appropriate management practices for water
conservation as a prime objective. This may include: irrigation water re-use; xeriscaping,
stormwater re-use, installation of rooftop catchment/cistern irrigation systems near buildings, or
modifying expectations to allow for seasonal die-back of vegetation, etc.

4.8.3 Surface Water Protection

Under the No Action Alternative, no impact to current surface water quality is expected.

There are currently no areas of surface water located on the site. Implementation of an
appropriate turf-management program that minimizes fertilizer or pesticide runoff and restoration
of native vegetation would minimize potential negative effects to water sources in the
surrounding area.

4.9 Solid and Hazardous Wastes

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no new impacts related to waste generation or
disposal.
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Minimal amounts of hazardous materials associated with building/ground maintenance were
observed on the site, as described in Section 3.9. Solid waste and hazardous materials left at the
site will require proper disposal when the concrete bleachers and associated buildings are
demolished for cemetery expansion.

Cemetery expansion at the site will require proper disposal of trash, construction debris, etc.
during demolition and construction activities. Appropriate removal and disposal of these
materials should be arranged prior to commencement of expansion activities. Upon completion
of the cemetery expansion, the existing contract with the City of Fort Smith for solid waste
removal from the site should be adequate. Expansion of the cemetery operations is not expected
to generate hazardous wastes.

4.10 Traffic, Transportation, and Parking

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts on local traffic or transportation.

Under the Proposed Alternative, traffic on South D Street, South 5™ Street or South 7" Street,
depending on final cemetery expansion plans, could increase if an additional entrance to the
cemetery is created onto the expansion area. The number of annual interments is not expected to
significantly change from the current rate of 360 to 480 burials per year, indicating that overall
traffic in the area is not likely to significantly change with the expansion of the cemetery.
According to information provided by Mr. Garry Cathcart, Senior Planner with the City of Fort
Smith, South B Street will be closed to through traffic under the Proposed Alternative.

The survey for the site (Figure 4-1) shows South C Street and South 6™ Street as reserved right-
of-ways through the middle of the expansion area, although no actual roads exist. The status of
the right-of-ways will have to be investigated and considered for closure.

411 Infrastructure

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts to infrastructure.

Expansion of the Fort Smith National Cemetery onto the site would result in minimal impacts to
infrastructure. The installation of utilities will not be necessary as they already exist on the site.

The demand on local utilities should remain similar to present, yearly averages. Utilities most
affected by the expansion of the cemetery include water supply, sanitary and stormwater sewers.
The necessity for irrigation on the cemetery expansion will require an ample water supply.
Although the impact will be minimal, this increase in demand could be mitigated by installing on-
site water supply wells utilized for the sole purpose of maintenance activities for the cemetery.
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All other on-site utilities, including stormwater and sanitary sewer, will be affected by the
proposed construction; however, the impact is anticipated to be minimal.

4.12 Vegetation, Fish, and Wildlife

Under the No Action Alternative, there would be no impacts to vegetation.

Cemetery construction will not change the existing vegetation, which is already an intensely
managed landscape. Given that the majority of the project site consists of existing lawn, and
recreation facility structures, there will be no effect on natural communities.

Under the Proposed Action alternatives, human disturbances and alterations of the sites would
have a minor impact on, and may even be beneficial to most terrestrial species. It is the desire of
the NCA to retain the site in as natural a state as possible, retaining features such as valuable trees
or tree groups, shrubs, and ground covers. Given these goals of the NCA to preserve the valuable
natural vegetation present on-site, construction should be minimized and/or avoided in these
areas; however, natural vegetation is virtually non-existent on this site.

Most of the species inhabiting or expected to inhabit the sites (see Section 3.12) are mobile
generalist species that can survive within wide ranges of food and habitats, and/or are migratory
and would use the sites seasonally. Therefore, it is anticipated that most wildlife species would
avoid the disturbance during construction activities, and surrounding available habitat would be
able to support them.

Cemetery development will include clearing and grading activities that will result in the complete
removal of existing vegetation in large areas. This will also result in unavoidable mortality to
burrowing and less mobile fauna. At build-out, natural wildlife habitat will be increased to
planted specimen trees and shrubs, interment area and maintained turf areas.

Cemetery operations will impact the on-site vegetation and wildlife in the following ways:

o Site vegetation will not significantly change from current conditions of turf and ornamental
plantings

e  Gun salutes will occur periodically which may deter/frighten some wildlife

e Ornamental plantings are likely to include shade trees which will provide habitat to some
wildlife

e Plant species diversity to increase as a result of cemetery development.

In general, it is usually the desire of the NCA to retain cemetery sites in as natural a state as
possible, retaining features such as natural drainage ways, valuable trees, existing hedgerows,
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woodlots, etc. Therefore, construction activities should be planned to avoid and/or minimize
impacts to these types of features.

4.13 Potential for Generating Controversy

Local news coverage and interaction with local elected representatives for this project during the
site identification phase has been positive (Pers. Comm. Isaacs, NCAC, 2006 and 2007).

Under the No Action Alternative, controversy may be generated by local veterans and their public
officials who would not have access to local burial services.

4.14 Federal Compliance

The analysis and recommendations in this EA support the conclusion that NCA’s proposed

project will be in compliance with Federal Regulations (see Table 4-1).

High altitude infrared photographs, soil maps, topographic maps and site visits are the methods
used to gather data for the productions of these maps. In the infrared photos, wetlands appear as
different colors and these wetlands are then classified by type. Using a hierarchical classification,
the maps identify wetland and deepwater habitats according to:

(as defined by Cowardin, et al. U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service FWS/OBS 79/31. 1979.)

The marine system consists of deep water tidal habitats and adjacent tidal wetlands. The riverine
system consists of all wetlands contained within a channel. Thelacustrine systems includes all
nontidal wetlands related to swamps, bogs & marshes. The estuarine system consists of
deepwater tidal habitats and where ocean water is diluted by fresh water. The palustrine system
includes nontidal wetlands dominated by trees and shrubs and where salinity is below .5% in tidal
areas. All of these systems are divided in subsystems and then further divided into class.

National Wetland Inventory Maps are produced by transferring gathered data on a standard 7.5
minute U.S.G.S. topographic map. Approximately 52 square miles are covered on a National
Wetland Inventory map at a scale of 1:24,000. Electronic data is compiled by digitizing these
National Wetland Inventory Maps.
