The U.S Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) National Cemetery Administration (NCA) herby gives
Notice of Availability (NOA) of the Final Site-Specific Environmental Assessment (SEA) and Finding of
No Significant Impact (FONSI) for VA’s Proposed Action to construct and operate a cemetery expansion
within a 100-acre area within the Florida National Cemetery (FNC), located at 6502 S.W. 102™ Avenue,
Bushnell, Sumter County, Florida. The proposed expansion would occur entirely within the existing
boundary of FNC; no new property would be acquired. The Proposed Action would require vegetation
clearing, grading, extending the irrigation system to support newly landscaped areas, and creating roadways
connecting new and existing burial areas. The proposed expansion would extend the longevity of FNC and
future address gravesite depletion by adding at least 25,00 new burial site for Veteran’s and their eligible
family members in central Florida.

Prior to issuing the Final SEA, VA completed a Draft SEA to document the potential environmental impacts
associated with implementing the Proposed Action. The Draft SEA identified avoidance and management
measures that would be incorporated into the Proposed Action to ensure no significant impacts of an adverse
nature would occur during construction or operation of the Proposed Action. A Notice of Availability
(NOA) announcing the start of a 30-day review and comment period for the Draft SEA was published in
the Villages Daily Sun on March 11 and 15, 2020. No comments from the public were received. Comments
from regulatory agencies and Native American Tribes were not opposed to the Proposed Action and these
comments are incorporated into the Final SEA.

The Final and Draft SEA were prepared according to the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969
(INEPAJ); 42 United States Code [USC] 4321 et seq.), the President’s Council on Environmental Quality
(CEQ) Regulations Implementing the Procedural Provisions of NEPA (40 Code of Federal Regulations
[CFR] Parts 1500-1508), and VA’s NEPA implementing regulations (38 CFR Part 26).

Upon review of the Final SEA, VA concludes that implementing the Proposed Action would not constitute
amajor federal action that would have a significant adverse impact on the quality of the human environment
within the meaning of Section 102(2)(C) of NEPA of 1969. Accordingly, VA has finalized a FONSI, which
incorporates the Final SEA in its entirety by reference, and concludes that the preparation of an
Environmental Impact Statement is not required. The FONSI completes the NEPA review process for this
Proposed Action. The Final SEA and FONSI are available for review at the FNC Public Information Center;
